She has worked as an executive director for the Women’s Alliance in the Icelandic Parliament and for the Secretariat of the Shelter movement in Norway.
Guðrún is one of the founders of the Nordic Network of Shelters for Battered Women in the Nordic countries and ENATW, European Network Against Trafficking in Women. She was one of three Icelandic coordinators for the Nordic Baltic Task Force Against Trafficking in Human Beings pilot project for the support, protection, safe return, and rehabilitation of women victims of trafficking for sexual exploitation.
She has been a member of numerous Icelandic and Nordic committees in relation to trafficking and sexual violence and has been active in media, both at national and international level. 
In 2006 the President of Iceland granted Guðrún with the award Knight’s Cross for her work in relation to welfare and women’s rights. In 2007 she received the award Ljósberi for her work against sexual violence and on behalf of Stígamót she received an International award from Equality now - an international human rights organisation dedicated to action for the civil, political, economic and social rights of girls and women.
